The funds come out of the sinking fund. Mayor Lang stated more money has been spent on the golf
Course more than any other department, stating other groups hold fundraisers. Mayor Leverett
Stated it is a lot of money, but it needs to be done and it has now become a safety issue. The money
Has been created. Alderwoman Tudyk stated maybe taking 2 of the money from the CIP and the
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Other % being taken out of the sinking fund. Mr. Dubose stated the need was urgent, and they are
unable to predict how long structure would last.
