ORDINANCE NO. 1286

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF LLANO, TEXAS, AMENDING
ORDINANCE NUMBER 1254 CONCERNING THE BUDGET FOR THE FISCAL
YEAR BEGINNING OCTOBER 1, 2013 AND ENDING SEPTEMBER 30, 2014
PROVIDING FOR VARIOUS UNFORESEEN EXPENDITURES.

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Llano, Texas finds these expenditures to be
in the best interest of the public health, safety and welfare; and

WHEREAS, these expenditures meet unforeseen conditions, which could not, by
reasonable diligent thought and attention have been included in the fiscal year 2013-2014
budget; and

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED:
The General Fund is amended as follows:
Revenue:

Revenues in the amount of $10,000 are added to the budget for additional ad valorem tax
collections.

Revenues in the amount of $23,000 are added for additional Robinson Park RV parking
space fees.

Revenues in the amount of $60,000 are added for additional aviation fuel sales.

Revenues in the amount of $41,000 are recognized as final proceeds from a TXDOT
Aviation grant begun in Fiscal Year 2013 for the construction of airplane hangars.

Revenues in the amount of $20,000 are added for additional municipal court fine
revenues.
