Turbidity did not
reach levels which require any notifications to customers.

Street Paving — The City’s 2010 street paving project has been advertised, with bid opening to be June 14, 2010 at
2:00 p.m.

Budget — Staff is in the process of developing departmental goals and performance standards and vear end
projections for the coming budget cycle.

City BBQ - The City Staff barbeque will be held on Friday June 18" at the Ray House.

Chamber Building — Staff has met with representatives from the Catholic Church regarding the release of claim to
the right of way the old Chamber building sits on.

Lift Station — Cary Bovey has reported the easement for the current lift station and for future expansion has been
accepted by DMA properties.

1108 Ashton — The City will be anxiously awaiting the result of Monday’s court date with the owners of 1108
Ashton — The owners have requested a jury trial which has been set for July 16, 2010.

Llano County Clean Up — The City has been participating with representatives from Llano County to initiate a clean
up for batteries, oil, paint, and electronics.
