3. Discuss and consider approval of Ordinance No. 1159 an ordinance amending Ordinance No. 756 Chapter 5,

Subsection 501.1. Allowable Outdoor Fires to consist of brush, trees and other plant growth; providing an effective
date, and declaring an emergency. A motion was made by Councilman J.R. Decker and seconded by Councilman

Tom Dalrymple to approve Ordinance No. 1159 with an effective date to be August 5, 2010, to allow a two-week
notice to citizens via a Public Service Announcement in the local newspapers. This motion carried.
