Council questions. Ms. Blum apologized to the City for the fact that the contract renewal occurred before all the
details of the new federal medical reform laws were fully understood. City Manager Finley deGraffenried
explained to Council these changes amount to a budget impact of $7,400 and that the employees rates will increase
from $3.00 to $6.00/month.
