ORDINANCE NO. 1483

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF LLANO, TEXAS, AMENDING THE CODE OF
ORDINANCES, SECTION 98231 OF THE LLANO MUNICIPAL CODE, BY ADDING 119,
AUTHORIZING STOP SIGN TRAFFIC CONTROLS AT A CERTAIN INTERSECTION IN
THE CITY, PLACING STOP SIGNS AT THE INTERSECTION OF EAST GREEN STREET
AND BAYLEY; AND PROVIDING PENALTIES FOR VIOLATION OF THIS ORDINANCE.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF LLANO, TEXAS, THAT:

All traffic control signs installed or used for the purpose ofdirecting and controlling traffic
within the corporate limits o fthe City ofLlano shall conform to the requirements for such
signs as described in the Texas Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices for Street; and
Highways, Volume I and I, and Article 7601d, Vernon's Civil Statutes for the State of
Texas.

Whereas currently, two stop signs exist at the intersection of East Green Street and Bayley
Street; add two (2) stop signs to the intersection of East Green Street and Bayley Street,
with one (1) sign to stop the eastbound traffic on East Green Street and one (1) will stop
the westbound traffic on East Green Street.

It shall be unlawful for the driver of any vehicle, motor or otherwise, to disobey the
instruction of the stop signs placed in accordance with this ordinance unless otherwise
directed by a law enforcement officer.

Any person who is convicted of violating the terms and provisions ofthis ordinance shall
be deemed guilty ofa misdemeanor and shall be subject to a fine of not more than five
hundred dollars ($500.00).

All ordinances or parts ofordinances in conflict with this ordinance are hereby repealed. If
any ordinance is found to be invalid by a court o fcompetentjurisdiction, it shall not affect
the validity and application ofthe remaining provisions thereof.
