RESOLUTION DECLARING CERTAIN PERSONAL

PROPERTY SURPLUS AND AUTHORIZING THE SALE OF
SURPLUS PROPERTY

WHEREAS, the City of Llano, Texas is a Type A General Law Texas municipality and
