RESOLUTION DECLARING CERTAIN PERSONAL

PROPERTY SURPLUS AND AUTHORIZING THE SALE OF
SURPLUS PROPERTY

WHEREAS, the City of Llano, Texas is a Type A General Law Texas municipality and
as such is authorized to hold, purchase, lease, or convey property pursuant to Section 51.015 of

the Texas Local Government Code;

WHEREAS, the City of Llano (“City”) is currently in possession of certain personal

property that is not required for City use or required for the City’s foreseeable needs;
WHEREAS, the Mayor and City Council have been asked to declare the property surplus;

WHEREAS, the Mayor and City Council agree that the subject property is not needed by

the City and should be disposed of in accordance with applicable state law;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY
OF LLANO, TEXAS AS FOLLOWS:

1. Surplus Property: The following property is not currently needed by the City of Llano,
Texas; is not required for the City’s foreseeable needs, and possesses some usefulness
for the purposes it was intended, and is hereby declared to be surplus:

1. 2014 Ford Explorer — [IFM5K8ARIEGC13948]

2. Sale Authorized: By approval of this Resolution, the City Council authorizes the sale
of the vehicle designated as surplus property in paragraph 1 above by way of an auction
to insure receipt of fair market value for the surplus property and compliance with TEX.
CONST. arts. III, Section 52(a) and XI Section 3.

3. Mayor Authorized: The Mayor is authorized to sign any agreements or documents
necessary to place the surplus property for sale by public auction and convey title to the
successful bidder.



4. Sale “AS IS”: The sale of the surplus property is to be made “as is and without any
warranties”.
